Food is one of prime needs of
the man. Without food man can not
survive. In old days man took diet
involving raw vegetables, tabers,
fruits, meat, fish etc. But today he
makes various cooked tasty

recipes from all these raw
material. :
If this food contains

pathogens in it then it becomes
unsafe for cosumption, food may
get contaminated by different
types of organisms, some of which
~ may be pathogenic in nature.
These organisms enter into food
from different sources like water,
air, containers or bags through
which it is carried. Food borne
disease has been defined by the
- WORLD HEALTH ORGNIZATION
- (WHO) as a disease of an ifectious

animal part. These illnesses are caused by ingestion of
performed toxin in the food. eg. botalism. staphylococcal
food poisoning etc. Food infections are caused by entry
of micro organisms into the body due to cosumption of
containated foods and reaction of body to their presence
or to their metabolites. Food infections in which food does
not ordinarily support the growth of microorganisms but
which just act as vehicle in transfer of microorganisms.
eg, diptheria, taberculosis, typhoid fever infectious
hepatitis etc. Infections in which food acts a good culture
medium for growth of microorganisms and increse their
number sufficiently, until the food is consumed by user.
eg. Salmonella species, vibrio parhaemolyticus and
enteropathogenic E. Coli.

One of the foods consumed mostly by the man is

meat. It can normally act as source of food infection. Today

different types of animals are reared for meat. Animal is
the source provide a domestication date between nine and
eleven thousand years ago.
